1.1 The shore venue is the Jetty of the Host Club, The Yacht Club of
Hyderabad, Sanjivaiah Park, Hussain Sagar, Hyderabad.

1.2 The Championship will consist of
a) 4th Monsoon Regatta Optimist Championship (6-8 July)
b) 2nd Monsoon Regatta IndOpti Class Championship (6-8 July)
c) 4th Monsoon Regatta Match Racing Championships (3-8 July)
d) 2nd Monsoon Regatta Family Championship (6-8 July)

2. ORGANISING AUTHORITY:

2.1 The Monsoon Regatta will be organized by the Yacht Club of
Hyderabad (OA- Organizing Authority) in conjunction with the
National Optimist Association of India (NOAI), respective
Committees and associated Clubs under the aegis of the Yachting
Association of India.

2.2 The event will be conducted under the burgee of Yacht Club of
Hyderabad as Host Club.

3.  RULES: The Championship will be governed by:

3.1 The 2009-2012 Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS)

3.2 The current Class Rules of respective Classes or Racing formats.
3.3 This Notice of Race.

3.4 The Sailing instructions (Sl). In the event of conflict with the NOR the
Sailing Instructions shall prevail subject to a final ruling by the
Protest Committee.

EVENT GRADING for Match Racing

The event has applied for ISAF Grading through the YAL.

This grading is subject to review by the ISAF Match Race rankings
Sub Committee. The event may be re-graded when there is clear
reason to do so.

ADVERTISING:

The Event is designated as Category C. All competitors will be
required to display advertising of the event sponsors on each side of
the hull in accordance with RRS Appendix | — 20.3 (d) (i) for the
Optimist Fleet.

IndOpti Class, Family Class and Match Racing will wear sponsor
logos on hulls and sails and clothing bibs or T shirts as provided by
the sponsor. No Team sponsor will be allowed.

Boats carrying sponsor logos from previous championships will
need to remove all such insignia prior to arrival at the venue.

Boats shall not be permitted the right to protest for breaches of any
rules regarding advertising (amends RRS 60.1).

MEDIA, IMAGES AND SOUND

For Match Racing the OA may require television personnel and
equipment (or dummies) to be carried on board while racing and will
require competitors to be available for interviews. The OA shall have
the right to use any images and sound recorded during the event free
of any charge for all classes and the YCH will own all footage and
photographs produced at the event.

ELIGIBILITY & ENTRY:

Open to members of a club affiliated/registered with the Class
Associations and whose subscription/dues are fully paid up. The
IndOpti Class is exempt from this clause.

For the Optimist and IndOpti Classes Competitors must be born on
or after 1st Jan 1997. Valid, parent attested Proof of Age is to be
provided at the time of Registration.

For the IndOpti Class the sailor must not have participated in a
National ranking event prior to this regatta. The class is
designed to give beginners a chance to participate and be
recognized.

For the Family Class the crew must comprise of at least one crew
younger than 15 years. The crew need not be of the same family or
club. A Min of 4 per boat including one lady is compulsory.
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MATCH RACING SKIPPERS ELIGIBILITY & WEIGHT

(a) Entries from 10 skippers will be accepted by the OA. Only these
skippers will be eligible to enter this event. The last date for receipt
of entries at YCH or by email to Secretary@theyachtclub.in will be
1st July 2012

(b) The registered skipper shall helm the boat at all times while
racing, except in an emergency.

(c) All competitors shall meet the eligibility requirements of ISAF
regulation 19.2.

(d) All competitors shall obtain an ISAF and YAI Sailor ID by
registering online at www.sailing.org/isafsailor and Yai.org.in.

Skippers shall inform the OA of their ISAF and YAI Sailor IDs at
registration.

(e) For the Omega Class the minimum number of crew will be 3
max crew will be 4 and for the J24 Class the min and max crew will be
4 and 5 respectively with max weight for the Omega being 262.5 Kgs
and for the J being 350 Kgs. Teams need to come prepared for both
boats as the round robin and subsequent stages will be sailed in
different boat classes subject to the Sailing Instructions.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY:
Competitors must be capable of swimming at least 50 mtrs.

Those helms/crew not competent to race under the conditions
prevailing may be sent back to shore and / or not permitted to race.
There shall be no appeal against this decision by the Organizing
Authority.

9. COURSE:

The Courses will be described in the Sailing instructions.
10. SCORING:

a) The low point scoring system RRS — “Appendix A” will apply.
11. MEASUREMENT:

11.1 For competitor owned boats Each boat shall produce a valid
measurement certificate. To be enclosed with the Entry form.

11.2 The protest Committee or it's appointed representative reserves the
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right to check/measure the racing equipment and eligibility of sailor at
any time during the Championship.
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12. BOATS:

12.1 The Optimist event will be conducted in the International Optimist
Dinghy. Competitors are required to bring their own boats and
equipment for the championship. Few boats may be available for
charter in as is where is condition, subject to prior request and
payment of Charter and damage deposit All payable in advance.

12.2 a) For the Optimist Class boats and equipment conforming to
“2005/2007 International Optimist Class Rules” and any amendments
to the same thereafter :-

IODA 95 compliant hulls. All other equipment as per class rules.

b) For the IndOpti Class, boats will be provided by the OA on a first
come first served basis at a charter fee of Rs.4750/- (Exempt for
underprivileged children) only and a Damage deposit of Rs.5000/-
(No exemption and payable in cash or DD only.) Competitors may
bring their own training Optimists and participate too.

c) Forthe Family Regatta the boats will be provided by the OA. A
damage deposit of Rs.12,000/- is payable in Cash or DD.

d) For Match Racing Appendix C of the RRS will apply.
(1) The event is proposed to be sailed in J-24 Class boats and Omega
Classes.
(2) Boats will be provided by the OA.
(3) The following sails will be provided for each boat: Mainsail, Jib,
Spinnaker.
(4) Boats will be allocated by draw, either daily or for each round as
decided by the Race Committee.
(5) Initial Damage deposit of Rs.15,000 only in cash or DD.

12.3 Damage deposit

(a) The initial damage deposit shall be paid at registration in cash or
DD only. Cheques will strictly not be accepted.

(b) In the event of a deduction from the damage deposit is decided by
the OA it will require that the deposit be restored to its original
amount before the skipper will be permitted to continue in the
event.

(c) Any remaining deposit after the event will be refunded within 10
days after the event is closed.

12.4 Substitution of damaged equipment may be permitted after the Race
Committee / Measurer has provided the organizers approval in
writing prior to the race being sailed with the substituted equipment.

12.5 Competitors are allowed to use only one hull, dagger board, rudder
(with tiller extension), mast, boom, sprit, and sail during the
Championship. These parts of the Equipment shall be measured at
random according to the measurement regulations and approved to
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be complying with the relevant Class Rules.
13. PENALTY SYSTEM:

13.1 RRS 44.1 and 44.2 will apply.
13.2 Decisions of the Protest Committee will be subject to appeal in
accordance with RRS 70.5.

14. PRIZES:

Prizes will be given in accordance with the information provided for
date of birth and experience in the entry forms. Clearly indicate if a
debutante.

15. PROTEST COMMITTEE:

15.1 The Jury & Protest Committee will be appointed by the Organizing
Authority.

16. SAFETY:

16.1 In the Optimist and IndOpti Classes. each competitor shall carry an 8
Meter tow rope, whistle attached to his/her clothing, a secured
paddle with a surface of not less than .25 sq meters.

16.2 Competitors shall sign out/sign in, in the register kept with the Beach
Master before launching and on coming ashore. This is a mandatory
safety requirement.

16.3 Competitors not complying with the above requirements will be
attributed a penalty of five points for each race of the day on which
they have failed to observe this.

16.4 Personal Buoyancy

All competitors shall bring their own adequate personal buoyancy
which must fastened at all times while afloat. Wet/ dry suits do not
constitute adequate personal buoyancy.

17. SUPPORT BOATS:

Support Boats will be marked with large flag clearly identifying the
Club(s) it belongs to. Support Boats (and the boats they are officially
supporting) interfering with the conduct of the racing in any manner
whatsoever will be barred from subsequent races by the Organizers
and be subjected to a Protest hearing. Support boats are not allowed
in the racing area after the warning signal and during the racing.

18. RADIO COMMUNICATION:

Unless in an emergency a boat racing shall neither make radio
transmission nor receive radio transmission not available to all boats.

This restriction also applies to mobile phones or any other form of
communication device.

19. ENTRY DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY and INSURANCE:

19.1 Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See
rule 4 Decision to race. The organizing authority will not accept any
liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in
conjunction with, prior to, during, or after the regatta.
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It is the competitor’s decision to enter or to start and continue in any
race. Competitors shall accept that their participation is at their
exclusive risk in every respect. By way of entry competitors shall
indemnify the Organizing Authorities, Coordinating Authorities and the
respective Host Sailing Club(s), their officers, members, servants and
agents in respect to all claims and demands of whatever nature which
may be made upon them in connection with or howsoever arising
form their participation or intended participation. The Organizing
Authorities, the Coordinating Authorities and the respective Host
Sailing Club(s), their officers, members, servants and agents accept
no responsibility in respect of loss of life, personal injury or loss or
damage to property which may be sustained by reason of their
participation or intended participation in an Event or howsoever
arising in connection with an Event.
